Comments: Younger and older after school children observed not washing hands when arriving from school or from 
coming in from outside play.  Original comply by dates of April 4, 2019 and September 20, 2019.  Review 
Public Health Standards with all staff as to when hand-washing must occur. 

30(3) An operator shall maintain the indoor play area of a licensed facility 
to ensure the safety of the children.

Comments: Younger after school room:
Art shelf to be painted, paint chipped. 
Window ledges accumulating dirt and dust to be cleaned.
Paint touch ups required on walls.
Floor tile entering room peeling to be replaced. 

32(1) An operator of a licensed facility shall provide indoor play area 
materials and equipment that are (d) clean and in good repair.

Comments: Younger after school room:
Dramatic play kitchen accumulating dirt and debris, to be cleaned.
Dramatic play wooden shelf accumulating dirt and dust to be cleaned. 
Older after school room: 
Large flat Lego pieces on the Lego table broken, to be replaced. Original comply by date of September 20, 
2019. 

50(2) The operator of a licensed facility shall inform the parent or 
guardian of a child involved in an incident on the day the incident takes 
place and shall ensure that the parent or guardian signs the daily log to 
confirm their awareness.

Comments: Parent signature missing from some incident reports. 

8(2) The maximum number of children who may receive services at a full-
time or part-time early learning and childcare centre, as indicated on the 
licence, shall not exceed 60 children, including the children of the 
operator.

8(2) Jan 08, 2020

Comments: Number of children in attendance during inspection was 58. License is for 45 spaces.  Eight (8) children 
permitted in room that is awaiting license approval, leaving facility with 5 children above what is  approved on
the license.  These children were staff children who were moved to a different room to accommodate the 
overage of children.  This cannot happen.  Maximum approved on licensed is 45 children. 
Discussed with Program Coordinator solutions to ensure maximum approved is not exceeded going forward. 

General Comments

Renewal Inspection:

Children observed in both inside and outside play during inspection.

Children must wash hands when they arrive from school, before snack, after outside play. Review Public Health 
Hand-washing procedures.

Surfacing under stationery equipment not assessed during inspection due to snow and ice. 

Discussed with Program Coordinator maximum number of children allowed based on approved spaces. Ensure 
going forward this number is not exceeded.
