Attendance records must be
complete, showing all absences and detailing the reason. The inspector had a discussion with the educator.
The attendance sheet was completed immediately by said educator.Deficiency is nhow compliant

name. The inspector advised the educators and the administrator. While on-site, the administrator wrote the
names of the children on the bottles.Deficiency is now compliant

During the renewal inspection, the inspector observed indoor playtime, lunch and nap time.

Positive interactions between educator and children is observe such as an educator helping children do arts and
crafts and reading books.

The educator-child ratio was respected.
