Materials
representative of each of the following categories should be available and accessible daily for each group: art
materials (Examples of materials to include but not limited to: paper (different sizes, colours and textures),
collage materials, popsicle sticks, loose parts, small collectibles from nature, yarn, recycled items, tape).
Blocks and accessories, language and literacy, dramatic play, and puzzles and games.

During monitoring inspection on July 14, 2021- the indoor play environment was not inspected, QA Monitor
will follow up at next inspection.

Monitoring inspection was conducted today. Children and educators were enjoying the outdoor play
environment for the duration of the inspection.

Children were observed on the equipment, playing a game of pretend, playing restaurant and participating in an
organized game with an educator.

An inspection of the outdoor play environment did not find any non-compliance or area of concern.

Educators were reminded to ensure they are raking the mulch under swings and equipment to the appropriate
depth.

QA Monitor discussed with staff the importance of spreading themselves out so that they could engage with
children in play and adequately supervise children as they play throughout the playground.
