General Comments

In the outdoor play area there is evident of learning. They are looking at deer prints, searching for tad poles,
frogs and exploring the wet and muddy terrain. The children appeared content and there was no evidence of

conflict.

Educators are engaged with children however licensing staff observed a raised voice by one of the educators
outside while trying to tell the children to move away from the back of the storage unit. Itis recommended that
educators move close to the children to have a conversation of what they would like to happen and be mindful

of voice tones and demeanor.

There has been a positive change in filing system. Licensing staff was easily able to verify documentation that
is necessary for licensing.
