In one file, the signature 
was missing for the consent regarding permitting photographs and videos of the child for publication or social
media.   The operator must ensure that all consents are signed. 

27 An operator of a licensed facility shall obtain the written consent of a 
parent or guardian of a child receiving services at the licensed facility 
before doing any of the following: (k) posting photographs of the child at 
the licensed facility to illustrate the child's learning.

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Comments: During the inspection, the Quality Assurance Monitor verified 8 child record files.   In one file, the signature 
was missing for the consent regarding posting photograph of the child in the center to illustrate learning.   
The operator must ensure that all consents are signed. 

40(1) An operator of a licensed facility shall ensure that personal 
belongings of a child receiving services at the licensed facility that are 
brought to the licensed facility, including combs, brushes, toothbrushes, 
towels, washcloths, bedding, pacifiers and soothers, are (a) labelled with 
the name of the child.

Comments: During the follow-up inspection all water bottles were labelled with the name of the child.  Deficiency is now 
compliant 

47(1)  An operator of a licensed facility shall refuse admission to a child if 
satisfactory proof of the immunizations required by the Public Health Act 
or the regulations under that Act is not provided.

Comments: During the follow-up inspection, the Quality Assurance Monitor verified 8 child record files.  All child record 
files verified had proof of immunizations of an exemption.   Deficiency is now compliant
