A Monitoring Inspection was completed this morning. Children were observed playing outside. Children were
observed climbing on a new climbing dome, painting, playing with trucks, and playing at the mud kitchen.
Positive Child Guidance technigues were observed — educators were observed giving gentle reminders, offering
choices, anticipating children's needs, redirecting negative behaviors, using positive language when interacting
with children, and respecting children's feelings. The inside area was also observed. Several new materials
have been added to the school aged program. Upstairs in the preschool room, two new chairs, have been
added to the cozy reading area. Several forms of documentation were observed throughout the facility.
