General Comments

Upon licensing staff's arrival, the children were coloring and using stickers.  The children were interested in 
creating small books, so the operator stapled the papers, so each child had a small book to color in. 

Recent documentation was posted in the indoor space.  There was a web on chart paper titled, "Our New 
Backyard."  
A bird nest was discovered under the deck and the operator took photos of the different stages of the eggs, 
baby birds and empty nest."

The transition to outdoors was smooth.  All children had time to use the washroom and had sunscreen applied. 

The outdoor space has been transformed and now has a section in the back with crushed rock.  There is an 
abundance of shade in both the back section and underneath the deck.  A tree has a mailbox with books and a 
small bench.  This is the "Reading Tree."  

The operator prepared the spaces for the children- added water to the water tables and bubbles.  She took out 
balls and children also had access to many scoops, shovels, buckets for sand play and cars for the water table. 

After playing outside for some time, the operator ensured children all had a drink of water.  She added 
playdough to the picnic table for an additional activity outdoors. 

Child guidance remained positive and encouraging throughout the inspection.  The operator helped the children 
but also encouraged independence.  She played along with the imaginative play when they were making 
birthday cakes in the sandbox and got the children small twigs to use as candles.  She also read stories to the 
children and played playdough with them.
