Comments: While on site, the Quality Assurance Monitor requested to review the planning and documentation of
activities. The educator provided a binder that contained only one page, which was for the week of October
14. The Quality Assurance Monitor reminded the operator that activities must be intentionally planned and
properly documented.
The operator confirmed that the educators engage in daily activities with the children but do not take the time
to document them. The Quality Assurance Monitor offered suggestions for simple documentation methods
and reminded the operator that every activity must be recorded.

50(1) An operator of a licensed facility shall maintain a chronologically 50(1) Mar 16, 2026
filed daily incident log relating to the health, security and well-being of the
children receiving services at the licensed facility.

Comments: While on site, the Quality Assurance Monitor requested to review the incident log. The educator and operator
were unsure of where the incident log had been stored. Both confirmed that incident logs are completed
when required and are shared with parents. The Quality Assurance Monitor reminded the educator and the
operator that all incident logs must be completed and filed in the corresponding child's record.

General Comments

The Quality Assurance Monitor is on site to conduct a monitoring inspection.
Child to staff ratios were maintained throughout the visit.

The following items were verified during the inspection:

*Required postings are displayed in a visible and prominent location.
+Child records include all required information.

*Signed consents are present in each child's file.

*Medication records are complete.

*Child guidance practices align with regulations.

*Indoor play areas meet requirements.

*Indoor play materials and equipment are appropriate and sufficient.
*Health and safety practices are followed.

*Medication storage and procedures meet standards.
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General Comments

During the visit, the Quality Assurance Monitor observed children engaging freely in indoor play and
participating in a craft activity.

A discussion took place between the Quality Assurance Monitor and the educator regarding activity choice and
participation. While observing a St. Patrick's Day craft, the Quality Assurance Monitor noted that two children
appeared uninterested and repeatedly attempted to return to the Lego station. The educator redirected the
children back to the craft table. At this point, the Quality Assurance Monitor reminded the educator that children
cannot be required to participate in activities if they are not interested.

The educator stated that children are never forced to join an activity and asked the two children whether they
wished to participate. Both children declined, and the educator then redirected them to an area of their choice.

Following this observation, the Quality Assurance Monitor had a discussion with the operator to remind that
activities must be planned based on children's interests.
