General Comments

Children were engaged in play throughout the classroom when licensing staff arrived. One educator was asking 
each child about an upcoming field trip over the March Break while the second educator walked around the 
room stopping to talk and answer questions with children.  

The room is set up so materials are accessible and allow children independence in choice.  Several large tables
are located in the center of the room for children to sit with friends. Photos of the children, child created signs, 
and artifacts are posted on the walls and a collection of dioramas were sitting along one wall. 

Children were given reminders for clean-up and then asked to sit down for an announcement. The educator 
began by asking if any of the children knew what intrinsic meant. Some children repeated the word or looked at 
their friends while the educator paused for any responses. After a definition of the word, the educator explained 
that a previous activity that was competitive was unlike creating the dioramas because the reward was more 
intrinsic. However, their dioramas would be posted online for the school community and able to be taken home 
to show friends and family. The educator reminded the children to take the dioramas home today when parents 
were picking children up. The educator mentioned that she had expected some disappointment as children 
thought there would be a prize or reward for their dioramas when they were creating them. Beginning the 
conversation with a question and discussion of sharing with community appeared to minimize any 
disappointment over a prize. 

After the announcement, children entered the hallway to get ready for outside. Children were reminded to take 
their book bags with them outside and one educator took the first group of children that were ready out first 
providing time and space for the rest of the children to get ready. Attendance was updated while children were 
getting dressed and once outside as parents were picking children up. 

Children played on the play structure and swings outside. The snow was hard and slippery in some areas, and 
the educators reminded the children to be careful. Educators walked around and talked with children throughout
the space. 

Staff files were reviewed and were organized. Just a reminder that educators should have a staff signed 
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statement and job description within their files.
